Group Research Project:  Health and the Environment

It is known that the environment that we live in affects human health.  Air pollution, tainted waters, soil contamination, chemicals in the environment and noise pollution all have an effect on health.

You will be assigned to a group to research the following questions:

1.  What are the major air pollutants?  How are they made and released into the air?  And what diseases are associated with them?  What are the primary organ systems affected?  What is the approximate number or  percentage of the world's population that suffers from air pollutants? 

2.  What are the major sources of water pollution?  How are they made and released into the water?  What diseases are associated with them?  What are the primary organ systems affected? What is the approximate number or  percentage of the world's population that suffers from water pollution?

3.  What are the major soil contaminates?  How do they get into the soil and how are they affecting human health? What are the primary organ systems affected? What is the approximate number or  percentage of the world's population that suffers from soil contaminants?

4.  What are some major chemicals in our environment?  Where are they found in the environment  and how do they get there?  What diseases do they cause in humans?
What are the primary organ systems affected? What is the approximate number or  percentage of the world's population that suffers from chemicals in the environment?

5.  What are some sources of noise pollutions and how are they affecting health?  What are some diseases associated with it? What are the primary organ systems affected? What is the approximate number or  percentage of the world's population that suffers from noise pollution?

Assessments:  

1.) Each day there will be a formative assessment and you will need to turn in a paper showing the research information you have gathered to answer the questions you have been assigned within your group.  On this paper you must site the source of the information.  This will be used in your bibliography.

2.)  The final product will be a display board or poster where you will show the information gathered from your research.  You will need to have 2  pictures for each environmental health factor on your board.
